About Iranium 
Iranium is a film about the threat posed by a nuclear Iran. Documenting the 
hatred and violence exhibited by Iran’s brutal leadership, it demonstrates how 
the development of a nuclear program has only added to the already immense 
danger posed by this regime.  
 
We believe this is the most important film we could make at this time. In order for the 

film to have maximum impact, we need YOUR help.

Who can host a screening? 
Anyone! We have made hosting a screening easy and affordable.  
 

You can host a screening on your own – or work in collaboration with a local 
school, congregation, organization, theater or activists.  
 

Why host a screening? 
� Educate about the dangers of a nuclear Iran 
� Raise awareness of the regime’s human rights abuses 
� Support the Iranian people 
� Encourage businesses to cut ties with Iran 
� Inspire others to contact elected officials 
� Take action to prevent the advancement of this threat! 

 

What does it cost? 
Anyone can purchase a copy of Iranium. However, if you want to show the film in 
any public setting, you must purchase a screening license. The Community 
Screening Fee, which entitles you to show the film one time, is designed for non-
theatrical venues, and gives you the option of charging admission or accepting 
donations to cover costs. Compared to other films, the fees are very low and 
based upon your potential audience, usually the size of the venue. Included in this 
fee are a DVD and a link to a Screening Kit.

What do you need to host a screening? 
� A venue – It can be a congregation, community center, library, school, 

theater, etc. As long as it can be darkened and is comfortable, you can 
show the film there! 

� A television or digital projection system and a screen, sound system, 

DVD player, and an adapter wire. Many schools, congregations, and 
community centers already have this equipment (LCD projectors, for 
example, or built-in sound systems). Others will let you borrow or rent 
cheaply. The sound system can be any decent stereo big enough for the 
room you’re using. The screen can even be a blank white wall or a well-
stretched white sheet.  

 

How can you raise money for your organization? 
You may charge whatever admission you like for the film, accept donations, or 
make it a free event.  
 
A more significant way to raise money at your screening – as well as throughout 
the year – is to sell Iranium DVDs.  
 

� First, you purchase a Bulk Pack at a reduced rate.  
� Then you sell the DVDs at your event at the full retail price of $19.99. You 

keep the difference.  
� The larger the Bulk Pack, the more you make per DVD.  

 
If you choose not to re-sell DVDs, we ask that you make DVD order forms and 
email sign-up sheets available to your audiences so that we can keep our fees 
affordable.
